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Lok Sabha 2009 elections in Arunachal Pradesh were held on April 16th 2009 for two constituencies, Arunach-
al East and Arunachal West. This chapter includes analysis of voting trend, criminalization and money power 
in these elections. 

Political Parties and Candidates

In Lok Sabha 2004, 6 parties contested. This came down to 5 parties in the Lok Sabha 2009 elections. There 
was a reduction in the number of candidates as well. In Lok Sabha 2004  elections 13 candidates contested. 
This came down to 8 candidates in Lok Sabha 2009 elections.
