(TMC) at six. ADR and National Election Watch have
analysed 4,852 of 4,896 election affidavits of current
MPs and MLAs. This includes 774 of 776 affidavits of
MPs and 4,078 of 4,120 MLAS from all states of India.

“There are 51 MPs and MLAs who have declared
cases of crime against women such as charges related
to assault or criminal force to woman with intent to
outrage her modesty, kidnapping, abducting or induc-
ing woman to compel her marriage, rape, husband or
relative of husband of a woman subjecting her to cru-
elty, buying minor for purposes of prostitution and
word, gesture or act intended to insult the modesty of
a woman,” said the study.
