New Delhi: The ruling BJP’s
. income soared 81% to Rs 1,034
crorein 2016-17 from Rs 570 cro-
rein2015-16,accordingtoupda-
ted annual audit reports filed
with the Election Commis-
sion. As per BJP's annual au-
ditreport submitted on Febua-
ry 8, itstotalreceiptsfor 2016-17
matched the receipts (Rs 1,033
crore) of all seven national
parties, including BJP, put to-
gether in 2015-16.

BJP’s income constituted
roughly two-thirds of the com-
bined income of Rs1,559 crore
for all national parties in 2016-
17. So, BJP alone earned doub-
leof theothersixnational par-
ties (Congress, BSP, Trinamo-
o0l, CPM, CPI and NCP) put to-
gether in 2016-17. This is much

The Congress share tou-
ched a high of 58% in the first
year of UPA-L By the last year
of UPA-II, 2013-14, it was down
to 39%, below BJP's share of
44% for the same year,

Of BJP’s income, Rs 997
crore came from voluntary
contributions. Of this, Rs 533
crore was received in contri-
butions exceeding Rs 20,000
each. BJP’s total expenditure

was Rs 710 crore, leaving it
with unspent income of Rs 324
crore, almost Rs100 croremore
than Congress’s income of Rs
225 crore in 2016-17.

For Congress, this repre-
sented a fall from Rs 261 crore
declared in 2015-16. A good
chunk of Congressincome, ac-
cording to an analysis by the
Association for Democratic
Reforms (ADR), came from is-
suance of coupons (Rs 115.6

crore). The party’s expenditu-
re exceeded its income by al-
most Rs 96 erore, as per the an-
nual audit report filed by the
party on March19, 2018.

Of the national parties,
